EUROPEAN BLOCKCHAIN REGULATORY SANDBOX
REGULATOR SUPPORT LETTER 2024 
At the initiative of the European Commission, Bird & Bird and OXYGY have set up the European Blockchain Sandbox – a regulatory sandbox which aims to establish a pan-European framework for regulatory dialogue. Further information can be found on the project website. 
The Sandbox offers a framework that brings together national and EU regulators and supervising bodies with providers of innovative blockchain applications in both the private and public sector to identify possible issues and solutions from a legal & regulatory perspective in a safe and confidential environment. With the consent of the participants in the dialogues, results that are not confidential will be made available to the wider community through best practice/lessons learned reports that will be published by the European Commission. The Sandbox does not imply legal endorsement or regulatory approval of the use case, nor does it allow for derogations of applicable laws. 
The cross-border Sandbox dialogues include participation in two 1.5 hour online regulatory dialogue meetings with the use case owner and other regulators participating in the dialogues for a specific use case and one preparatory (optional) session. Adjustments are possible in consultation with the participants in the dialogues for a specific use case.
Important terms for the application and selection process are:
· The application term for the selection of the use cases for the 2nd cohort runs from 25 January until 25 March 2024 at 23.59 hours CET;
· The selection of the participating use cases is done by independent blockchain specialists from Warren Brandeis on the basis of non-discriminatory and transparent eligibility and award criteria which are published on the project website. The selection is overseen by an independent panel of academic experts from different European Universities.
· A copy of this support letter should be submitted by the applicant as part of the application through EUSurvey not later than on 25 March 2024 at 23.59 hours CET.  
· This support letter can be applied as a tie-breaker in accordance with the Application Terms and the Selection Criteria if use cases that are short-listed have similar scores that qualify for selection.
